A federal mandate will require ambulance crews, firefighters, potidereedia who respond to vehicle
accidents and other incidents to wear safety vestsastarea highways.

The regulation takes effect Nov. 24, 2008 for fedaidlhighways and roads that receive federal funds for
construction and maintenance.

More than DO workers are killed each year and an additional 20,000 workers injured in the highway and
street construction industry, the federal government says. More than 50 firefighters were kibéitlas at
accident scenes from 1996 to 200@otorists approehing an emergency scene a road or highway almost
always focus on the flashing lights on the vehicles and may not see personnel working at the scene.

According to the National Safety Council, June is Safety Month. The theme of this year’'s Safgtydvion
“Make A Difference.” That's ironic considering you folks readthg, whether career or volunteer, or Fire
or EMS; make a difference everyday in your community.

As | write this, 48 firefighters have died in the line of duty thus far in 2008 according to teel Btates
Fire Administration. If this trend continuebaut 120 will die before the end of the year, a tragic and
unacceptable number. In addition, an untold number Firefighters and EMS providers have been
injured...while making a difference.

Sometimes, we all need to look at things from a different perspedtthénk this may be an opportune time
to do just that and consider National Safety Month as a time to make a difference to yours$sifuall o
loved ones and everyone who depends on you, by changing some habits.

The National Safety Council has dividgge month into 4 separately themed weeks which is an excellent
idea. I'm certain that if you thought long and hard, you could come up with four areas whichmeéeld
you safer in what you do. For instance, in week one, what if you buckled that seaebgtime you
responded to an incident...hey, if you could do that, I'll bet you could do it every time you gatvakicle
from now on.After you've done it for a week you may see that it's no big deal... it's easy...it didn’t
interfere with your missigrand now that you're in the habit, you'll keep right on doing it.

The second week is a great time to begin taking better care of you. How about some fruit inbegadeof
cream and taking a walk instead of watching that TV show. If it's beenla sufice your last physical, how
about picking up the phone and making an appointment? It's tragic that every year, the leadiof loaeis
of duty death is heart attacks. Adding further to that tragedy is that in the majority of tlessecasiple
physical would have uncovered the issue which could have been corrected before such a terrible event
occurred.

Okay, week three and guess what? This is the 2008 Fire/EMS Safety, Health and Survival Weék as well
This very important program, sponsoredtbe International Association of Fire Chiefs, has the theme,
“Committed to Long Term Results.” The recommended activities and materials incorporate threagey ar

1) Initiate an Emergency Vehicle Policy (You started that in week 1 with Seat Belts)

2) Fully implement the WellnesBitness Initiative (Hey, that was week 2)

3) Fully implement NFPA 1500 (OK, now you’'ve got some work to do)

during week three of the month.

As you move into week four, its time to think about protecting yourself when working incidents on
highways. Over the last few years, the streets have become as deadly to first responders dsitrlingsg
and contagious disease.

From the Desk of Wes Fritz...

It's that time of the year when | begin to think of the increased call volume many fire compa@easree
with the dreaded “brusliré”. As this seasonpproacheswe usually receive a few phone calls anails
askingus what'sthe best way to insure a vehicle received from the Dept. of Conservation & Natural
Resources (DCNR} or as | affectionately call them, the Department of Creeks and Sticks.

Many fire companies are provided vehicles from the DCNR which they convert into fire service units,
usually brush truckslin talking to one of our clients who works at the DCNR, he inforosttiere are two
programs in which vehicles are made availabléréocompanies

The first program is the Federal Excess Program in which vehicles are provided to emergency service
organizations at no charge. TRENR will give the fire company the truck, but retain the title and when the
truck was no longer of use to theefcompany, they simply return it to DCNR (who probably just scrapped
it) and applied for another truck

In these cases, placing the truck on the fire company’s policy was nothing more than adding tbethieuc
Auto Liability section. In most caséisere was no need to carry physical damage coverageseeteufire
company didn’'t “own” the truck and if it got wrecked, the fire company could simply return it tdRD &l
again, apply for another one



However,in many casethe fire companyrobaby mounted additional equipmeaito the truck such as a

tank, pump, light bar, etc. Such equipment, when mounted to the vehicle becomes part of thangehicle

covered under mobile equipment (the vehicle), not portable equipment. In those situatitinesctimepany

could then add the truck to the vehicle policy for the value of the equipment they added tckthe truc
For example, a fire company is given a truck from DCNR, adds $10,000 worth of equipment to it by
adding a pump, tank, light bar and mohiéalio. The fire company, even though they don’t own the
truck, can still put the vehicle on their policy for $10,000.00 of physical damage because the added
that much value to the truck.

The new program is through the Dept. of Defense, in which the aagam is givertitle to these trucks-

through the DCNR so the company would not only need to add the truck to the Auto Liability policy, but

they could also opt to add the truck to their policy for physical damage aseneh if they don’t add or

mount any additional equipment to it. This way, if the truck was damaged or wrecked, it would tezlcove

under the ESIP policy, same as it would be for the company’s pumper, aerial, rescue truck, etc.

When applying for and receiving a truck from DCNR, bést to find out in advanaehich program the

vehicle is being provided through so we can place the proper insurance coverage for you.
